PURPOSE

To describe procedures for handling of unclaimed boats.

PROCEDURE

 On the designated Boat Registration Day, on or near 1 July of any given year, boats are placed in quarantine if they:

o belong to members who are non-financial, or

o are unidentified and ownership cannot be determined.

· Notification of boats being put in quarantine is communicated via email and social media. 

If identified, the owner is required to pay the membership fee due at the time or remove the boat immediately. On payment of the membership fee a rack will be provided, subject to availability. 

     Boats belonging to non-financial members which remain unclaimed 3 months after the boat registration day, on or near the 1st October each year are deemed to have been abandoned, become the property of the club and may be disposed of or retained as club property at the discretion of the General Committee. See By Law 8.

     For unidentified boats, efforts to determine ownership will include, but may not be limited to:

o publication of a description of the boat will be posted on social media and emailed to all financial members from the previous season only. 

The Facilities Management Officer authorises quarantine of boats on boat registration day on or near the 1st July on behalf of the General Committee and may be disposed of after 1st October.
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
